ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT

OF

CONTOOCOOK LAKE AREA PRESERVATION ASSOCIATION

The undersigned, being of full age, hereby associate themselves for the purpose of forming a corporation for the purpose of forming a corporation under and by virtue of Chapter 292 of the Revised Statutes Annotated, 1955, of New Hampshire, and any amendments thereto, under the following articles of agreement.

I

The name of the corporation shall be CONTOOCOOK LAKE AREA PRESERVATION ASSOCIATION.

II

The object for which this corporation is established is to serve and promote the recreational interests of those portions of the Towns of Jaffrey and Rindge bordering upon and lying in the waters of Contoocook Lake, and more particularly to (a) preserve the natural beauty of said region, (b) maintain said water levels at a level and purity best suited for swimming, fishing, boating and water sports, (c) promote law and order and better enforcement of existing laws, (d) receive and hold in trust for  purposed incident to the foregoing objectives any real estate or other property which may be acquired by the Association by purchase, gift or otherwise, and manage such property or sell and dispose of the same and use any proceeds thereof for the furtherance of the purposes above specified and (e) perform all such acts not prohibited by law and reasonably calculated to accomplish the purposes stated above.

III

The principal office of the Association will be in Rindge and the business of the Association will be carried on in the Towns of Jaffrey and Rindge in the County of Cheshire, State of New Hampshire.

IV

Membership in the Association shall be as provided by the By-Laws.

V

The Association shall be operated as a non-profit corporation and not for the benefit of any of its members or any other private individual or corporation. Gains and profits, if realized, are to be used solely for the purposes hereinabove set forth in Article II.  Upon dissolution and net assets remaining shall also be applied for said purposes.  No substantial portion of the activities of the Association shall be carrying on political propaganda or participating in or intervening in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office. 

Nothing in this Article, however, shall be deemed to prohibit the paying of reasonable and fair compensation to any member for services rendered by the Association or to reimburse him for expenses paid or incurred on its behalf.

VI

The Association may raise funds from its members as provided in the By-Laws.

VII

The officers of this Association shall be a President, Vice President, Clerk and Treasurer, all of whom shall be members.  There shall also be a Board of Directors, consisting of five members of the Association, at least three of whom shall be residents of the State of New Hampshire.  The duties, terms of office and method of election shall be as provided in the By-Laws.

VIII

The first meeting of incorporation shall be held at such place and time as may be agreed upon in a stipulation signed by all of the incorporators.

AMENDMENT TO ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT

OF

CONTOOCOOK LAKE AREA PRESERVATION ASSOCIATION

WHEREAS the undersigned incorporators of Contoocook Lake Area Preservation Association, a voluntary corporation existing under and by virtue of Chapter 292 of the Revised Statues Annotated of New Hampshire, and whose articles of agreement, dated August 16, 1969, were duly recorded in the Office of the Town Clerk of Rindge on August 18, 1969 in Records Book 33, Page 297, and filed and recorded in the Office of the Secretary of State on August 20, 1969, in Records of Voluntary Corporations, Volume 548, Page 165:

WHEREAS said incorporators now desire to amend said Articles of Agreement to provide for nine directors instead of five directors, as originally provided in said Articles; and

WHEREAS the undersigned incorporators presently are the only members of said corporation, but prospective members have been assured that said Articles will be so amended;

NOW THEREFORE, be it agreed that the Articles of Agreement of said Association be amended, by substituting a new Paragraph VII in lieu of the original Paragraph VII, which shall read as follows:

“VII

The officers of this Association shall be a President, Vice-President, Clerk and Treasurer, all of whom shall be members.  There shall also be a Board of Directors, consisting of nine members of the Association, at least three of whom shall be residents of New Hampshire.  The duties, terms of office and method of election of said officers and directors shall be as provided by the By-Laws.”

AMENDMENT TO ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT

OF

CONTOOCOOK LAKE AREA PRESERVATION ASSOCIATION

NOW THEREFORE, be it agreed that the Articles of Agreement of said Association be amended, by implementing the following modifications, which shall read as follows:

III

The principal office of the Association will be in Rindge or Jaffrey and the business of the Association will be carried on in the Towns of Jaffrey and Rindge in the County of Cheshire, State of New Hampshire.

V

The Association shall be operated as a non-profit corporation and not for the benefit of any of its members or any other private individual or corporation. Gains and profits, if realized, are to be used solely for the purposes hereinabove set forth in Article II.  Upon dissolution and net assets remaining shall also be applied for said purposes.  No substantial portion of the activities of the Association shall be carrying on political lobbying or participating in or intervening in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office. Nothing in this Article, however, shall be deemed to prohibit the paying of reasonable and fair reimbursement to any member for expenses paid or incurred on its behalf.

VII

The officers of this Association shall be a President, Vice-President, Clerk and Treasurer, all of whom shall be members and all of whom shall be on the Board of Directors.  The Board of Directors shall also include from five to 9 members of the Association.  At least three of the members on the Board of Directors shall be residents of New Hampshire.  The duties, terms of office and method of election of said officers and directors shall be as provided by the By-Laws.” 

IX
The Board of Directors may recommend that the Association be dissolved.  Dissolution of the Association shall not be final until the members shall have approved both a resolution of dissolution and a dissolution plan, by majority vote. 
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
